This book is the third edition of GENKI: An Integrated Course in Elementary Japa-
nese, which has long been a favorite textbook for Japanese-language learners around
the world.

We were inspired to create GENKI during our days as language instructors at Kan-
sai Gaidai University. Our idea was to conceive a textbook that not only would be
easy to use for both teachers and students, but also would make learning Japanese
fun. We also developed workbooks, audio material, a teacher’s manual, and other
resources for making the most of the textbook lessons.

By offering many fun illustrations and other user-friendly features, GENKI provides
a stress-free approach for learners to advance their Japanese skills from the basics
to applied communication. To help learners more closely identify with the material
presented, GENKI is framed as the story of Mary, an international student living in
Japan, and her friends and acquaintances. For many learners, these characters have
come to be bosom buddies on their Japanese language journey.

Over the years, GENKI has evolved to stay in step with the changing times and the
diversification of learners. The third edition continues this evolution with enhance-
ments such as revisions to vocabulary and practices, and with the addition of an e-
book version and an audio app. Also, the cast of characters has been made more
diverse. We believe that these changes have brought GENKI closer to our original
goal by making it even easier to study and teach.

This new edition was made possible by the valuable feedback provided by many
teachers and learners who have used GENKI. We are also very grateful to Noriko
Udagawa, whose illustrations have become a trademark feature of this series, Miho
Nagahori, who provided the adorable voice of Mary, and The Japan Times Publish-
ing’s Chiaki Sekido, who has tirelessly edited GENKI from day one. We hope that
this edition and its new enhancements will make studying Japanese more fun than
ever before!

0 What's GENKI?

GENKI: An Integrated Course in Elementary Japanese is a study resource for people who are start-
ing to learn Japanese. The book is intended mainly for use in university courses, but is also effec-
tive for high school students and adults who are beginning to learn Japanese either at school or
on their own. It is designed to comprehensively build communication competencies across all
four skill areas—listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Emphasis has been placed on balancing
accuracy, fluency, and complexity so that students using the material will not end up speaking
accurately yet in a stilted manner, or fluently but employing only simple grammatical structures.

GENKI consists of 23 lessons, divided into two volumes of textbooks and workbooks. Vol. 1 con-
tains Lessons 1-12, and Vol. 2 covers Lessons 13-23. The audio material of the textbooks and
workbooks can be downloaded and played on mobile devices by using an app called OTO Navi.
Information on how to acquire this app can be found on the last page of this book.

1. Conversation and Grammar / Reading and Writing

As noted earlier, this textbook is divided into two main sections: Conversation and Grammar, and
Reading and Writing. For each lesson, first go through the lesson in the Conversation and Gram-
mar section, and then proceed to the corresponding lesson in the Reading and Writing section.
However, if you do not need to work on reading and writing, you can study the Conversation and
Grammar section on a stand-alone basis.

2. Orthography

The Conversation and Grammar section does not use kanji in Lessons 1 and 2; instead, the Japa-
nese text is written only in hiragana/katakana with their romanized readings. From Lesson 3
onward, this section uses kanji but stops providing romanized readings, so you should strive to
become able to read all hiragana and katakana by the end of Lesson 2. However, the readings of all
kanji are given in hiragana so that this section can be studied by those who do not need to learn
kanji. The Reading and Writing section does not provide readings in hiragana for kanji already
studied.

3. Studying the Japanese script

Try to master all hiragana as you work through Lesson 1, and then do the same with katakana in
Lesson 2. Start by reading the “Japanese Writing System” section (pp. 20-27) to familiarize your-
self with the basics of Japanese orthography. Afterwards, begin practicing how to read and write
hiragana/katakana, using the following resources.

Flashcards: The hiragana/katakana charts in the Japanese Writing System section can be
cut up into flashcards to aid your practice. (Workbook: see pp. 11-12 for hiragana, pp. 23—
24 for katakana.)

Kana writing practice: Lessons 1 and 2 of the workbook’s Reading and Writing section
provide exercises for writing hiragana and katakana. (Workbook: see pp. 121-127 for hira-
gana, pp. 128-132 for katakana.)

Reading Practice/Writing Practice: Lessons 1 and 2 of the textbook’s Reading and Writing
section include practices for reading and writing hiragana/katakana as part of words and
sentences.

Kanji are studied from Lesson 3 onward in the Reading and Writing section.

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Japanese Writing System

There are three kinds of characters in Japanese: hiragana, katakana, and kanji." All three charac-
ters can be seen in a single sentence.

I watch television.

Hiragana and katakana, like the alphabet, represent sounds. As you can see in the above example,
hiragana has a roundish shape and is used for conjugation endings, function words, and native
Japanese words not covered by kanji. Katakana, which has rather straight lines, is normally used
for writing loanwords and foreign names. For example, the Japanese word for “television” is writ-
ten in katakana as 7 L E (terebi). Kanji, or Chinese characters, represent not just sounds but also
meanings. Mostly, kanji are used for nouns and the stems of verbs and adjectives.

D. Accent in the Japanese Language

Japanese has pitch accent: all syllables are pronounced basically either in high or low pitch. Unlike
English stress accent in which stressed syllables tend to be pronounced longer and louder, in Japa-
nese each syllable is pronounced approximately in equal length and stress. The pitch patterns in
Japanese vary greatly, depending on the region of the country.

2One variety of the A pronunciation merits discussing here. When it is followed by a vowel or at the end of an
utterance, A indicates that the preceding vowel is long and nasalized. (Nasalized vowels are shown here with a
tilde above vowel letters. You hear nasalized vowels in French words such as “bon,” or the English interjection

OKaniji

Kanji are Chinese characters which were introduced to Japan more than 1,500 years ago when the
Japanese language did not have a writing system. Hiragana and katakana evolved later in Japan
based on the simplified Chinese characters.

Kanji represent both meanings and sounds. Most kanji possess multiple readings, which are
divided into two types: on-yomi (Chinese readings) and kun-yomi (Japanese readings). On-yomi
are derived from the pronunciations used in China. Some kanji have more than one on-yomi due
to temporal and regional variances in the Chinese pronunciation. Kun-yomi are Japanese readings.
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When people started to use kanji to write native Japanese words, Japanese readings (kun-yomi)
were added to kanji.

By the time of high school graduation, Japanese are expected to know 2,136 kanji (called Joyo
Kanji), which are designated by the Ministry of Education as commonly used kanji. A total of 1,006
kanji are taught at the elementary school level, and most of the remainder are taught in junior high
school.

There are roughly four types of kanji, based on their formation.

Aisatsu to ojigi

Japanese people greet each other by bowing, which has many
other functions, such as expressing respect, gratitude, or apolo-
gies. There are different ways of bowing, ranging from a small
nod of the head to a 45-degree bend at the waist. Generally, the
longer and the deeper you bow, the more formal and respectful
it appears to others.

Many Japanese tend to feel uncomfortable with physical contact, although handshaking
is becoming quite common in business situations, especially those involving foreigners.

When meeting someone in a business situation for the first
time, it is customary to exchange meeshi (business cards) with
a small bow. Etiquette guides list a vast number of rules and
pointers, but just remember that the important thing is to clear-
ly show your respect when exchanging meeshi.

E XS5 P There are several good-bye expressions in Japanese, the choice
among which depends on the degree of separation. Sayoonara indicates that the
speaker does not expect to see the person spoken to before she “turns a page in
her life”; not until a new day arrives, or until fate brings the two together again.
It sounds dramatic and ritualistic, and its daily use is largely restricted to school
children taking leave of their teachers.

Three Groups of Verbs
We sort Japanese verbs into three groups based on their conjugation: ru-verbs, u-verbs, and irreg-
ular verbs.

New Year’s Eve is called kﬂ'ﬁ?El and people try to finish their seasonal chores—cleaning
the house thoroughly, wntmg greeting cards (E ‘) and so on—before this date.
Dinner for New Year’s Eve often includes ﬁi;@b%ti (buckwheat noodles), as the long noo-
dles symbolize the desire for longevity.

When saying good-bye to someone whom you do not expect to see again until the new
year, the traditional parting phrase is ;L\Bﬁ% (Have a happy New Year!). When you meet
somebody for the first time in the new year, you say &3% LTE®HTES TS W ET (Happy
New Yearl!).
